Interest shall accrue to the EPPACBA only on a monthly basis by applying a rate equal to one-
twelfth of the 3-month Commercial Paper Rate, as reported by the Federal Reserve Statistical

Release.

4. RECOVERY:

California American Water may seek recovery of the EPPPACBA in its next general rate case or
through a Tier 2 advice letter filing.
