  Samples for BHC-Gamma, also known as Lindane, were collected in April 2024 instead of during their required  

  sampling window of January to March 2024, per regulatory requirements.  All testing completed in April showed  

  values for BHC- Gamma are below the detection limit of the analyzing instrument, and thus considered non- 

  detectable.
